· Consensus approach to coastal management
· Academic expertise – co-ordination of much potential across the region i.e. on coastal issues and expertise
· Climate change

· Energy opportunities and expertise
Following areas discussed by the group;

Coastal risk management
· Saline crop growth

· Fisheries, recreation etc.

· Work with communities and stakeholders to achieve consensus on coastal issues.
· Opportunity to look wider than one area e.g. across the eligible area and other member states.
· Economic impacts of coastal risk/erosion, how to develop adaptation plans.

· Joining up interventions along coastlines

· Issue – other regions are competitors, how to find common ground between them?
· Linking up economic opportunities, up skilling skills gaps and retaining new opportunities in the region.
Climate Change
· What interventions are needed to support sustainable/carbon reduction practices in SME’s? This links strongly into much work around LAA’s and National Indicators.
· Links across member states to link reprocessing flows of waste materials etc.
· Exploring European markets.

· Exploring economic potential and R&D around waste. Organic residue, uses for commercial waste – energy uses?
· Bio-fuel – appropriate use of as part of a mixed energy sourcing future.
· Natural Environment and Biodiversity – Regional bio-diversity forum links to be made to establish appropriate projects and utilize existing partnership. Species and habitat adaptation and mitigation to coastal change very important.
· Travel Management / Public Transport – Stevenage is exploring potential links across region and member states. Peterborough is a transport demonstration town – this best practice should be utilized in the European programmes.
Tourism and Cultural Heritage.
· Promotion and branding of a regional maritime ’tourist destination’ such as the Southern North Sea Basin.
· Venue Infrastructure across the region
· Water demand management / resource / supply issues
· Sustainable planning around growth areas/ provision of green space and learning from European examples in the UK.
Ways Forward
· Circulate e-mail contacts 
· Form a support network and ongoing events to bring together potential partners under themed headings

· Projects – lots of them that need to be taken forward. Utilize existing networks where available
· Coordination needed to support project developments, may entail short term secondment of appropriate staff to support project development.
