Priorities
Priority 1:
Reinforce the sense of belonging to a common space of citizenship and raise awareness of common interests

Specific objective 1 – Promote mutual learning of language and culture

Expected results:

- reduction in the obstacles which create linguistic and cultural barriers 

- increased cross-border mobility, especially of workers and young people

- improved use of language and therefore better communication

- a new awareness amongst the public on each side of the programme area     that they belong to a common space and share a common citizenship area

- improved mutual awareness amongst target groups, thereby facilitating the emergence of co-operation projects in areas relevant to the programme

Specific objective 2 – Reinforce the instruments of mutual understanding through the sharing of approaches and the identification of common issues

Expected results:

- understanding each other’s and common policy issues

- common analytical approaches

- sharing and exchange of common tools (analytical methods and monitoring)

- development of systems for information and data sharing

- an improved forward thinking capability

- stronger cross-border partnerships

-strengthened existing, or newly constituted thematic partner networks (project generation)

Potential beneficiaries of funding – Priority 1

Any government, private or not-for-profit sector body qualified in this area, in particular:

- public bodies in charge of or operating in the spatial or regional economic development field, chambers of commerce or similar business representation, European Economic Interest Groupings, Sociétés d’économie mixte
, not-for-profit or voluntary organisations, foundations
- universities, public or private research and innovation centres

- public or private educational, apprentice providers, skills and training for employment providers and professional development related bodies

- public or private bodies operating in the health or social sectors including not-for-profit or private undertakings (associations, foundations) operating in the social economy, NGOs

Priority 2:
Build partnerships for cross-border economic development and centres of excellence

Specific objective 3 – Identify and support common and complementary centres or ‘pôles’ of business and research excellence (clusters, networks, and so on)

Expected results:

- development of innovation: increased public and private R&D expenditure as a  result of cross-border RDTI projects

- co-operation between competitive or emerging cross-border clusters of excellence at national and European scales

- partnerships between technology transfer and research institutions and  companies on themes of cross-border significance

- partnerships between technology transfer and research institutions and companies in view of developing European wide research and innovation projects under the FP7, Competitiveness and Innovation Programme, etc.

- development of an approach ‘by project’ between researchers of the cross-border zone

- turning research into business and industrial applications through a strong

  involvement of the private sector and of companies

· a higher profile for INTERREG IVA as a “catalyst” for European research  projects with cross-border added value

Specific objective 4 – Support the creation of new enterprises and services for business
Expected results:

- dynamise business creation rate through cross-border collaboration:  increase in the rate of business creation through collaboration and increase in the longevity of companies

- development of a portfolio of shared experiences and approaches in the area of services for business and promotion of entrepreneurship

- identification of services to be developed jointly for businesses (on a cross-border basis)

- partnerships between business service and support organisations to provide new types of cross-border services to business in order to provide shared access to their services

Specific objective 5 – Promote durable co-operation in maritime activities

Expected results:

- better information on approaches in the area of port area management and a portfolio of shared experiences
- databases and shared knowledge regarding the development potential of intermodality and cabotage in the cross-border space

- development and promotion of recreational water activities: information,     mapping, promotion of competences, tools, pooling of information

- better use of the sea’s resources
Potential beneficiaries of funding – Priority 2

Any government, private or not-for-profit sector body qualified in this area, in particular:

- universities, organisations operating in technology and technology transfer, research and innovation;

- public and private organisations involved in education, training,   apprenticeship

Priority 3:
Build an attractive region to live in and visit

Specific objective 6 – Jointly experiment solutions to social inclusion problems

Expected results:

- improvement in the mutual understanding of social partners and organisations operating in the employment and personal care services sectors on each side of the cross-border zone

- creation of joint training schemes (disabled, social integration and return to work, and so on)

- exchange of good practice from experimentation in the area of life long learning

- exchange of good practice from experimentation in the area of the social economy and the participation of social economy organisations

- the participation and promotion of voluntary work

- collectively address issues and undertake joint projects relating to urban and rural development and the attractiveness of territories
Specific objective 7 – Shared cultural and heritage related activities
Expected results:

- joint and improved economically sustainable use of cultural heritage through   a better understanding of its development potential

- increased heritage related economic activity

- increased culture related economic activity

- improved exchanges regarding skills and training in the cultural and heritage sectors (in relation to management, organizing events, and for professions related to heritage - built and natural - and restoration)
Specific objective 8 – Develop tourism and diversify the range of tourist activities available

Specific objective 9 – Promote renewable energies

Expected results:

- improve knowledge and uptake of renewable energies

- improve knowledge and capabilities in the eco-construction industry

- identification of good practices regarding raising awareness about the use of

  renewable energies and eco-construction

- innovative experimenting projects

- implementation of pilot activities
Specific objective 10 – Ensure a balanced management of the environment and raise awareness about environmental issues

Expected results:

- implementation of a method for data harmonisation supporting a better understanding of natural coastal and maritime areas and of cross-border biodiversity and development of common tools to improve their protection

- tools for Integrated Coastal Zone Management

- exchange of practice between local government, companies and related professional organisations for an improved water and energy resource management in the crossborder area; public information campaigns

- development of environmental management practices in companies and in  local government

- promotion of environmentally sound agriculture

- a reduction in carbon emissions in the programme area; development of a common protocol in order to harmonise data collection methods and practice

- increased understanding for the need to protect rural, forest, woodland and natural coastal and maritime areas and their biodiversity, and increased understanding regarding climate and energy related issues.

Specific objective 11 – Mitigate and manage risks of environmental damage

Expected results:

- a better understanding of phenomena of coastal erosion and flooding and

   identification of good practices for prevention

- improved understanding of the causes of river, estuary and maritime  accidents and the risks associated with maritime transport

- improved crisis management in the event of river, estuary and marine   incidents or pollution
